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Software License Control System

A.L.D. software has been protected and licensed by hardware plugs made by ALADDIN (http://www.aladdinsys.com/)  since 1988. We have a very well-developed support system with records about hundreds of plugs protecting A.l.D. software around the world. In spite of our good support, in the recent years our customers started complaining about having plugs, and, of course, hundreds of $$ were spent on replacements and postage.  All this pushed us to develop a new license control system that is a reliable and convenient solution allowing  us to replace hardware plugs we used before.

System allows safe software locking to  a specified computer (we use computer OS data and disk drive properties). Each time software starts, it checks computer characteristics and compares it with authorization data file. User gets authorization from you by phone, fax, e-mail.
System is very convenient for the user, allows customers to transfer an authorized copy of software to another computer, de-installing the first computer's authorization first. System has a user-friendly interface and is easy to use. 
The module consists of 3 parts - License Manager, License Manager Server, Software Protection module.

1. Software protection module is build-in into software which should be protected. It ensures that software cannot be run on a computer without suitable license.

2. License Manager is a utility which provided to the as a part of software package. It allows: sending a site code to software distributors, license cancellation and license report generation.

3. License Manager Server is used by software distributors to process information sent by the user with the help of License Manager utility.

Protection process  step-by-step:

1. User gets software package.

2. User runs License Manager, it creates "site code", encrypts it. User may send the code as text file by email, fax, or phone.

3. Software distributor gets user site code, runs License Manager Server, which decrypts and checks the code and generates authorization data file, which should be sent to the user.

4. User gets the authorization file and copies it to the software package - and from this moment software starts working. Each time software starts, authorization module checks computer characteristics and compares it with authorization data file.
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
